5. Unfinished business
a. Grant update: Grants sent to Scentsy and Regence.  No response.
b. Curriculum review: Goodheart-Willcox - Health Science Concepts and Skills, 2nd Edition.  This is a text request for the 11th grade Health Applications course.  This does not change any curriculum; it is just a different textbook with updated information in one location.  MMACHS is hoping to be able to purchase these by March 20th, if possible. Motion to accept this textbook for the class listed above beginning fall of 2023 was unanimously approved.
 
c. Grant applications- we need a form for student scholarship requests. Garry will draft a form to send out to everyone for approval. The form will be posted on the website. Communication will be between the student and Mr. Gaudet. Once need is established, Mr. Gaudet will come to the Boosters with an official request. He will notify the student of the decision.

d. Kroger Community Rewards – enrollment application submitted by Kelley, waiting on verification.

e. Bylaws – vote on proposed changes. Motion to approve the bylaws as circulated was unanimously approved. New bylaws were signed and are ready to post on the MMACHS website.

f. Idaho Potato Commission suggested we reach out to the growers nearest to us to ask for potato donations: Magic Valley Produce, Sun Valley Produce, Arrowhead Potatoes and Mart Produce. Kelley sent them all letters. Mart Produce said no as they have limited raw product supply for fresh potatoes and limited seed available for planting the new crop in Idaho. 

6. New Business
a. Spring gift card fundraiser – $25 Gift card buy-in due by March 29, Sell tickets April 3-April 17, April 19 (drawing). Agreed that 90% will go to students, 10% to the Boosters. Will communicate via email to coordinate compiling packets.

b. Teacher appreciation – in May, 21 staff total, will further discuss in April
c. Motion unanimously approved for a budget of up to $7,000 for five dinners during ILC in Dallas, Texas in June.
