c. Potato Fundraiser
i. Look for a new grower
1. By august 18th – decide on a new grower
ii. Try to focus on getting 25 pound bags vs 50 pound bags
iii. Focus on certified organic opportunities
1. Boosters will split list of Idaho potato growers
2. Need 677 50 lb bags – 33,000 pounds plus 153 - 25 pounds – 40,000 pounds - 1 truck load 
3. $10,000 paid was to Becky last year so need to stay in that ball park. 
iv. Potato orders – team agreed to only have students enter orders online directly into the system
1. Eliminate the need for paper.
2. Garry Heath will take the list and load all student names
a. If student not known – hand out with pre printed QR code.
b. Pick up at MMACHS on event day, the student will deliver, or this is donation
c. Student designates who is picking up – order will be picked up by if someone else is picking up

2. The on-line tool will allow us to see running totals of potatoes, and automatically send e-mails to customers. 
d. Other updates:
i. Kroger Community Rewards: MMACHS is now part of Fred Meyer rewards. We will receive money on a quarterly basis. The percent is not known. smcommunityrewards@fredmeyer.com – we need to add this to the booster home page.
ii. Fundraiser ideas – Gary V. shared a fundraising opportunity to buy more Anatomage tablets.  People would purchase a ball or a potato ball for $15 each or 3 balls for $25. Balls can be purchased online, sold ahead such as at the potato pick up day, or on location the day of the event. A fire truck or drone will drop numbered foam balls onto the yard.
